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Antenna/Satellite Dish Rules and Regulations

Antenna/Satellite Dish:

No antenna, satellite dish or similar equipment shall be affixed to any wall or roof or
otherwise placed on any unit, building or Association common element. The following
exceptions apply: direct broadcast satellite (DSB) and multi-point distribution service
(MDS) one meter or less in diameter are permissible under the following guidelines.

Number of Antenna/Satellite Dish:

No more than one antenna/satellite dish may be installed at any one unit.
18-24 inch Satellite Dish:

Antenna/satellite dish may only be attached in balcony/patio area and may only
be attached to overhead wood beam, wood rail or a free-standing tripod stand.

Antenna/satellite dish must be installed within the confines of the deck/patio area
(limited common area) and not installed on any common area such as siding, wall, roof,
gutters or garages. Antenna/satellite dish may not be placed on the ground or other
common area landscaping.

Antenna/satellite dish should be installed on the side of the balcony or patio, with great

consideration being given to position it as out-of-view of the street (and sidewalk) as
possible.

All installations shall be completed so they do not damage the common areas of the

Association, void any warranties of the Association or in any way impair the integrity of
the buildings or common areas.

Antenna/satellite dish shall be installed and secured only by an authorized technician

and in a manner that complies with all applicable city, county, and state laws and
regulations.

Owners/residents or technicians are not permitted to drill holes through exterior walls,
doors or window frames in order to run a cable from the dish to a television. The
satellite dish providers advised the FCC that cables can be installed under doors or
windows without the necessity of drilling holes.
